Nursery 1 & Il

Nursery | provides newborn infant care in a friendly, lov-
ing environment. The small room ratio of 4 to 1 allows
for individualized and consistent care for babies and
support for parents.

Nursery |l is the perfect transition for young toddlers
as an infant begins crawling and/or walking. The 4 to 1
ratio means plenty of support during this busy time of
learning and growing.

Toddler | & Il
Toddler Ill

Toddler | allows 16-26 month olds to begin a more
structured day. Many activities are planned to keep busy
toddlers engaged in appropriate play while they learn
new vocabulary and language skills. 5 to 1 ratio.

Toddler Il focuses on the changing needs of a toddler.
Independence is an important step for a 2-year-old. The
5 to1 ratio provides an environment that enables your
children to grow and become self sufficient.

Toddler Ill combines toddler play with beginner pre-
school activities for 2 & 3 year-olds. 5 to 1 ratio.
